Wheeling and Dealing

Materials Needed
Decks of cards, one for each group of four students, preferably all the same type, jokers removed.


Instructions

1. Start a discussion about academic smart versus street smart, defining each in the discussion.
2. Have each student in the class identify themself as being either street or academic smart.
3. Forms groups of four taking students from each of the two lists.
4. Mix all the decks together and give each group exactly 52 cards. 
5. Explain the task:
a. Students are to decide which two in their group are record keepers and who are negotiators.
b. Students are given five minutes to organize their deck, and determine what cards are missing and what duplicates they have.
c. The record keeping students in each group then turn over all the cards in some organized pattern of their own design.
d. The record keeping student must then sit with these cards and may only talk to their negotiators.
e. The negotiators are given the duplicate cards and are told what cards are missing. Their task is to talk to the other negotiators and trade cards to get a full deck.
f. The first group to do so is the winner.
6. Watch and discuss the process, the follow-up discussion is very valuable as people see how they work both individually and as a group. 
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
